Perfect in One; Perfectly Joined Together

[bookmark: _Hlk193138251]This is the day of restored unity, both unity of belief and unity of believers, as at the beginning. 

The Nature of the Unity of the First Church

The unity of the first believers was more than just doctrinal. They continued steadfastly not only in the apostles’ doctrine, but also in fellowship (Acts 2.42). 
· They were not just one with the Word; they were one with each another. 
· There was not just a unity of belief, but also a unity of believers.

That unity was very deep. They were all of one accord, of one soul and of one heart.
· Acts 2.44	all that believed were together, and had all things common
· Acts 2.46	(all…) continuing daily with one accord in the temple (cp Acts 5.12)
· Acts 4.32	the multitude of them that believed were of one heart and of one soul

Their souls were knit, tightly bound together, in love. It was like Jonathan with David.
· 1 Sam 18.1	the soul of Jonathan was knit with the soul of David, and Jonathan 
loved him as his own soul.

The bond between the first believers was even stronger than blood, such as that of Joseph for his physical brother, and of the harlot for her child. 
· Gen 43.30	(Joseph’s) bowels did yearn upon his brother: and he sought where to weep                                                              
· 1 K 3.26	her bowels yearned upon her son

Though natural family ties of blood can be very deep, the early Church bonds of fellowship were deeper. Paul, for example, earnestly and greatly longed for and yearned after Gentile fellow believers, with whom he had no natural blood bond.
· Phil 4.1	My brethren dearly beloved and longed for
· Phile 12	receive him (= Onesimus, Paul’s co-worker), that is, mine own bowels

And not only Paul. He wrote likewise of his fellow workers.
· 2 Cor 7.15	(Titus) his inward affection (= bowels) is more abundant toward you
· Phil 2.26	(Epaphroditus) he longed after you all

So deep was the bond of fellowship that Paul even rejoiced at his suffering for fellow believers.
· Col 1.24	Who now rejoice in my sufferings for you

The unity and love of the early believers contrasted so greatly with the attitudes of the time that one early Church father wrote, “The heathen were wont to exclaim with astonishment, Behold how these Christians love one another, and how they are ready to die for one another.”

It Was Divine, Not Human

How is such unity possible? Because it is not us, it is God. It is His work not ours. Salvation is of the Lord (Jon 3.9). 

Paul’s inner yearning for his fellow believers was not himself. It was Christ yearning in him.
· Phil 1.7-8 	I have you in my heart… God is my record, how greatly I long after 
you all in the bowels of Jesus Christ.

Early Church unity was the work of the Spirit.
· Eph 4.3	the unity of the Spirit

In fact, true Christian fellowship is the Holy Spirit in one believer fellowshipping with the Spirit in another believer.
· 2 Cor 13.14	the communion (= fellowship) of the Holy Ghost be with you all.
· Phil 2.1	If there be… any fellowship of the Spirit, if any bowels…

[bookmark: _Hlk222576881]But That Early Unity Was Progressively Lost

Sadly, however, even in New Testament times, just as the original faith/doctrine delivered to the saints was progressively lost, so also was the original fellowship/unity between believers.

Seeing the danger even in their own day, the apostles exhorted and prayed for their converts to keep a firm grip on their first unity. 

They were to not only to say but to think the same thing, being knit together not just in one mouth, but in one mind, one heart, one soul and one spirit.
· Ro 12.16	Be of the same mind one toward another.
· Ro 15.5	be likeminded one toward another… that ye may with one mind and 
one mouth glorify God
· [bookmark: _Hlk194841772]Phil 1.27; 2.2	stand fast in one spirit, with one mind striving together for the faith 
of the gospel… be likeminded, having the same love, being of one accord (literally = of one soul), of one mind
· Phil 3.16	let us mind the same thing
· Phil 4.2	I beseech Euodias, and beseech Syntyche, that they be of the same 
mind in the Lord.
· 1 P 3.8		be ye all of one mind

In fact, they were to be perfectly joined together; to be perfectly one.
· 1 Cor 1.10	I beseech you… that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be 
no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgement.
· 2 Cor 13.11	Be perfect… be of one mind

The spiritual battle/struggle to guard and hold tightly to such unity was intense.
· Eph 4.3	Endeavouring (= hastening urgently) to keep the unity of the Spirit
· Col 2.1-2	I would that ye knew what great conflict I have for you, and for them at 
Laodicea… that their hearts might be… knit together in love (The intensity of the spiritual battle is seen in the word translated “conflict”. It is related to the word “agony” in the Lord’s prayer in Gethsemane (Lk 22.44).)

Paul was not the only one to pray thus. His co-worker, Epaphras, shared in his labours for the Colossians’ perfection, a perfection which includes perfect unity.
· Col 4.12	always labouring fervently (another word related to the word 
“agony” in the Lord’s prayer in Gethsemane) for you in prayers, that ye 
may stand perfect and complete in all the will of God.

Sadly, however, despite all the appeals and intense prayers, the original perfect unity was lost.

But that is not the end of the story.

The Recovery of the Original Perfect Unity

From the Reformation on, there has been a recovering of what was lost in earlier Church Ages.

The unity of doctrine, of the original faith, was progressively recovered. The final stage of that recovery is in this present Laodicea Age, when the Church comes to her End Time perfection.
· Eph 4.11-13	he gave… apostles… prophets… evangelists,,, pastors and teachers; 
for the perfecting of the saints… till we all come in (NKJV = to) the unity of the faith… unto a perfect man… no more… carried about with every wind of doctrine.

But what about the original unity of fellowship between believers? Both must be restored. If the true Church is coming back to her original unity of belief/doctrine, which she is, then she must also come back to the original unity of the believers themselves, as at the beginning.

Just as there will be a perfect holiness, a perfect faith and a perfect love at the end of the Church Age, so there will also be a perfect unity between believers. 

Paul’s heartfelt plea in the Spirit will be finally answered.
· 1 Cor 1.10	I beseech you, brethren… that… ye be perfectly joined together

But surely such perfection is impossible in this world! How can it be? 

Through the intercession of our great High Priest.

While on earth, just before Gethsemane, Jesus prayed His astonishing prayer, that we would be made perfect in one, one even as the Father and Son are one.
· Jn 17.11	Holy Father, keep… those whom thou hast given me, that they may 
be one, as we are.
· Jn 17.21-23	(I pray) that they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in
thee, that they also may be one in us… that they may be one even as we are one: I in them, and thou in me, that they be made perfect in one

Furthermore, after His ascension, Jesus has continued to pray for our full, perfect salvation (Heb 7.25), a perfection which includes the original perfect unity and harmony between believers.

And those prayers will be answered. There will be a perfect End Time unity.

As with every other aspect of End Time perfection, the Lord Himself Who will bring to completion what He has been working on throughout the Church Ages. 
· Phil 1.6	Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good 
work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ

The Effects of Such Unity

And what will be the effects of such amazing unity? 

It will bring the blessing of the Anointing, just as the anointing oil poured upon the head of the OT high priest dripped from his garments wherever he went.
· Ps 133.1-3	Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together 
in unity! It is like the precious ointment upon the head, that ran down upon the beard, even Aaron’s beard: that went down to the skirts of his garments… for there the Lord commanded the blessing

Now, that oil was not only poured upon the high priest, but also on the other priests (Ex 30.30). So, since New Testament believers are spiritual priests (1 P 2.9; Rev 1.6; 5.19), the Anointing will likewise drip from them also when they come back to the original perfect unity.

In fact, it will be like the blessings that drip from the Lord Himself wherever He goes.
· Ps 65.11 	thy paths drop fatness (i.e., as the olive tree, Jud 9.9).

To understand the effects of imparting such a blessing, consider the spiritual significance of three of the natural ingredients of the Old Testament holy anointing oil (Ex 30.23-31).
· Oil
· In Bible days oil was a well-nigh universal remedy for wounds.
· It soothes raw, inflamed, exposed nerves (Lk 10.34).
· It acts as a barrier against dirt and germs, shielding from further infection when the body is too weak to fight infection, even expelling the poison of snakes.
· As well as alleviating pain and protecting from further infection, it promotes and hastens healing.
· Also, it is not just for surface use; it gets into the bones (cp Ps 109.18). When rubbed on inflamed arthritic joints, it eases the pain caused by friction between the joints/members of the body.
· Cassia   
· Its odour repels moths (which bring corruption, Mt 6.19), and germ-bearing flies. (One title of the devil, “Beelzebub”, literally means, “lord of the flies” (Mt 12.24).)
· Myrrh
· A valuable tree resin whose fragrance repels and prevents the spread of bacteria in a wound. (Greek soldiers carried it to clean and disinfect wounds.) 
· Even in a corpse it hinders the progress of corruption and decay (cp Jn 19.39).
· The same odours which repel germs refresh and revive a wearied or injured body, which is why the ointment (= oil of myrrh) is used to anoint the feet (Lk 7.46).
· It binds broken skin and tissues, thus reducing the opportunity for germ invasion.
· It relieves pain by dulling the senses (cp Mk 15.23).

So, the very presence of believers walking in true unity of the Spirit carries a healing Atmosphere.
· It is anti-inflammatory; soothing and calming enflamed atmospheres.
· It dulls the pain of, and heals, wounds received in the spiritual warfare.
· It is an antiseptic and astringent, driving out and protecting from spiritual germs and negative influences.
· It removes friction between members of the Body.
· It refreshes and revives the weary.

No wonder Paul battled so strongly in prayer for the Colossians to be closely knit together in one!

The Glorious Result of Perfect End Time Unity

What will be the results of the final, perfect End Time unity?

[bookmark: _Hlk222602106]1) To bring the Holy Ghost in all His fulness

Just as the Spirit of glory filled the Old Testament perfected (2 Chr 8.16) house of Solomon when the 120 musicians were as one,
· 2 Chr 5.13-14 as the trumpeters and singers were as one to make one sound…
then the house was filled with a cloud… for the glory of the Lord had filled the house

And just as the Spirit at Pentecost filled the New Testament house when the 120 were gathered in one accord,
· Acts 2.1-3	they were all with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a 
sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house… and there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire…

So shall true unity in the End Time perfected temple of believers bring a visitation of the entire Holy Spirit, fitting us for the rapture.

In other words, 
· Not only does the Holy Spirit bring unity (Acts 2.44-46);
· But also, unity brings the Holy Spirit (Acts 2.1).

The prayer of our great High Priest will finally be fully answered.

2) To fit the bride for her Bridegroom

Just as the fragrance of the natural anointing oil fitted an earthly bride for her bridegroom, the Anointing brought by unity will fit the bride for her soon-coming heavenly Bridegroom.
· The fragrance of cassia is deemed fitting for a royal wedding (Ps 45.8).
· Likewise, the refreshing fragrance of myrrh is fit both for a king himself (Ps 45.8) and to prepare a prospective bride (Es 2.12) for a king.

Bro Branham’s Prophetic Word of the Coming Unity

Much of Bro Branham’s ministry was seeking to unite believers in fellowship and godly love one for another, not being divided by sectarian ideas. 
· it’s time that men and women woke up to the fact, that we want to be one. Jesus prayed that we might be one, just as God and Him were one. (58-1221E - The Unity of One God in the One Church, par 113)

That was reflected in his prayers.

· … let the Holy Spirit… lead us all into that… perfect love one for another. Make us, Lord, so much in love, till it’ll be hard to leave the building. Just tie our hearts together as one, and may we be in one accord.  (54-0306 - The Unconditional Covenant That God Made With His People, par 187) 
· I pray that someday I’ll see that great uniting together of all the body of Jesus Christ, coming together, as one great big body, then the rapture shall come. (58-0625 - A Greater Than Solomon Is Here, par 15)

Furthermore, Bro Branham explicitly prophesied of a coming true unity, just before the rapture. 
· I believe that God is cutting out everywhere borned again children of God, and going to bring them together. I may not live to see it, but I hope I do. But someday… those denominational barriers, and ideas that fanatics has got out there, and scooped around, and separated the people, will be taken away; and God will bring His Church together and take It home.… They’re going to come; that’s prophecy. Remember that. I spoke that in the Name of the Lord. Now, you can put that down upon the book. Now, that was true. I didn’t know I was… going to say that… That’s how God will bring His Church together. You can depend on that. And as long as you argue and fuss with one another, you’re in the kindergarten. God will just keep you there, till you learn enough to get out of it…  All right. That’s right. Get out. Have faith. Step out on the Word of God.    (51-0413 - The Works That I Do Bear Witness Of Me, par 25-26) 
· I was just inspired to speak them words and say, that, some glorious day… the Holy Spirit, Himself, will just take the Church in such a control, of Divine love, until… It’ll just be one great unity. (57-0407E, Then Jesus Came, par 13)
· … the Church of the living God will one day be united under the power of God and the supervision of the Holy Spirit… under one great Head… in a unity of the Body of Christ. Then She will be received up. (58-0128 - The Oneness of Unity, par 108)
· [bookmark: _Hlk202299283]God will have a Church united…. It’s not far down the road. We will be one. Our purpose will be one… Oh, how wonderful. How glorious. I know that He’s present… Oh, it is the Spirit of the living God… I know there’s coming a time. There’s coming something that’s going to take place. I see it in the near future, the Spirit of the living God falling fresh on His Church, there’s going to be something take place. I hear a sound in the mulberry bushes. Something just spoke to my heart and said, “Fear not, preacher. They’ll be one one of these days. They’ll believe.” It may take persecution and things to drive us together, but God will drive His Church together… under one, that’s Christ. Christ will be the Head. No denomination will be the head. Christ will be the Head of every believer. Hallelujah.  (58-0326, United Under One Head, par 42,44-45)

In fact, Bro Branham said that unity would be the perfect unity for which Jesus prayed. 
· Jesus prayed… That the Church, we as members of the Body of Christ, would be one, together, just like He and the Father are One... What a union, a oneness that would be, to see God in His Church till every member is just perfectly in harmony with each other and God. That’s the Church that Jesus is coming for. That’s when His prayer will be answered, that we will be one… (62-0211, Oneness, par 17)

Bro Branham spoke of how this could be. Several times he referred to the coming of the same Anointing that exposed Ananias and Sapphira, cleansing all falseness and bringing the holy fear of God (Acts 5.11). And that holy fear was closely associated with the unity and oneness of the first believers (Acts 2.42-44).
· I’ve often wanted to come into a church, I’ve longed to see it, I guess, where I could walk in the back door, front door, wherever it was, look across an audience and see a perfect church, all in order. Sin couldn’t stay there; no, the Spirit call it out, you see. It just couldn’t stay. Like Ananias and Sapphira, you—you just couldn’t do it. There’ll be no sin in that—that group. No, sir. See, the Spirit quickly speak it like that. No matter what it was, how little, it would be done. See women and men sitting there under the Power of the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of God moving perfectly, moving this. Someone had done something wrong in the congregation, couldn’t, they’d be…They couldn’t, it’d…They come quickly, confess it before them. The Spirit got a hold of it, to confess it, both. They come, tell it, ’cause they know right then it’s going to be called. That’s right. That’s the Church of the living God. How my old, poor old heart, now it’s getting old, how I’ve longed to stand and see a church like that. I may, yet. I hope to. Perfect works of God, without sin, now, it could understand.    61-1210 – Paradox, par 255
 
In his last recorded sermon, he spoke solemnly of the coming exposing of all that should not be.
· the hour will soon arise when—when right among us will be…the Holy Spirit will speak out like It did in Ananias and Sapphira. Remember, see, that hour is arriving. See? And we are…Now, you just remember that, see, that God is going to dwell among His people. That’s what He wants to do now.    65-1212 – Communion, par 60

The grand conclusion of this uniting of believers one with another in this day will be the uniting of the Church/Bride with the Word and thus with the Bridegroom.
· God is uniting His Bride… What is She uniting for? The Rapture… What is She uniting with? With the Word! … She’s getting ready. Why? She is the Bride…And She’s uniting Herself with Her Bridegroom, see, and the Bridegroom is the Word… And the Church and the Bride and the Word is becoming so one, until the very Word Itself is working out the works of the Bridegroom. Amen! …  the Bride has to unite Itself under the Word of God... there is a uniting of the Word (uniting back again), bringing back “the Faith that was once delivered to the saints.” Bringing back! That this could only be done in this day… we see God uniting Hisself with His Bride, until He and the Church is the same thing. Hallelujah! … We see the Bride uniting, uniting with the Word… The Word becomes you, you become the Word. Jesus said, “At that day you’ll know it. All the Father is, I am; and all I am, you are; and all you are, I am. In that day you’ll know that I’m in the Father, Father in Me, I in you, and you in Me” (Jn 14.20). See? At “that day.” What day? This day! … (63-0818 - The Uniting Time and Sign, par 91-95, 97, 105)

 Amen and amen!

· … (John 17), the 21st verse… That they all may be one; as thou, Father, are in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me.
… God wants us to be one. God made man that we should be one, and our motives should be one, and our objectives should be one
… immediately after the antediluvian destruction, man began to try to take over again…
… they’ve tried to unite... But in this uniting they did that time, it was under a political power. Man became one, their objective was one, their achievements was one, but it was the wrong kind of one, because it was against the plan of God…
Now, they built a tower... They had one mind, one soul, one purpose, one motive, one objective, that’s, “Build a tower so high that if God ever took a notion to destroy them, again, they’d run them right up into the heavens with Him. And there’d be no way that… He could keep them from doing it,” as they thought…
And that’s God’s purpose, for us to unify together and be one.
But we find out there, that, how the devil patterns things. All unrighteousness is only righteousness perverted…
And did you ever think of the tower of Babylon and compare it with Jacob’s ladder? …
Did you ever think of the U.N. now trying to make all the nations, one great big brotherhood, under a united power? United, is all right, but it’s under the wrong thing. Satan controls all the nations…

… God wants you filled with… the Holy Ghost, and then you’ll be united. What to, a church? No, sir… What to, a creed? No, sir. You’ll be united to God. And you and Him will be one, as He and the Father is one. And God’s Holy Spirit will live in you. And the same works that the Holy Spirit performed when It was here in the Christ Jesus, shall be performed in you, for He said He would do it. Then we are one.
Jesus prayed for that… that we would be “one” as He and God is one. And how close were They? God was the Life and Spirit in Him! And if we are one with Him, we will be, Life and Spirit of Him will be in us. Then, earthly, carnal intellectuals’ conception, and creeds and dogmas, will fade out; and a new, generated, born-again, virgin experience of the baptism of the Holy Spirit will take place in the human heart. Your objectives and your motives, and all that you are, and all that you ever want to be, or try to be, will be for the Kingdom of God; no matter what church you represent, where you go, or what you do…

That’s what God wants you filled with. That’s the filling. That’s the Kingdom. That’s what we’re one in.
We’re one, then, not to further a denomination, not to further a cult or some creed. We’re one, to further the Kingdom of God. Then we take His Blueprint, and, every time the blessed Bible says anything, the Holy Spirit in you cries out, “It’s so! It’s My Word!” …

Jesus is Coming for a Church with the Original Edenic Unity Restored by the Spirit
· Now, the first man and first woman in the garden of Eden was in perfect harmony with God, so much that God could come down at any time He desired and talk lip-to-ear with Adam and Eve. Now, that is perfect oneness, God and His creation… And they were so perfect in harmony with God till they were one with God. God and His family was one…
[bookmark: _Hlk203666536]… And His purpose as Father, supreme, was to be one with His family, earthly family, Adam and Eve. And the only way that they could be one with the family, or with God, was because God’s nature was in them. So that made them with God’s nature in them, then with each other and God, they become all one... And therefore, what they did, they followed just in line with God, and God with them made them one.
Now, Jesus prayed, in… John 17:11… that the Church and He would be one like He and the Father were One. That the Church, we as members of the Body of Christ, would be one, together, just like He and the Father are One. And at that day we would know that He was in the Father…Father in Him, and He in us, that together we were one. What a union, a oneness that would be, to see God in His Church till every member is just perfectly in harmony with each other and God. That’s the Church that Jesus is coming for. That’s when His prayer will be answered, that we will be one.
And it is the only grounds of fellowship that God has ever laid down for Himself and His Church, is the oneness of Himself in the people. That’s the only grounds of fellowship... United Eternally with the Eternal God, perfectly in harmony with Him, perfectly united together, a Church that all, both God and His Church, is one, united together…
Now, the first human beings disfellowshipped themselves… by disbelieving His Word and listening to a lie of the devil. Now, that’s the first thing that disfellowshipped this wonderful union…
Now... The only way to stay in Divine fellowship, was keep that Word. God said, “Thou shalt do this. Thou shalt not do this…” …
The expressed image come, Jesus, the immaculate One, the lovely One, the fairest of ten thousands, the Lily of the Valley, the Rose of Sharon, oh, the Morning Star. … What did He come for? ... To re-establish oneness between God and man…
He paid the debt of sin. Now, in order to get oneness between God and man, Jesus could not do it as long as He was here in a body of flesh. The debt of sin was paid. Jesus had to do this to send the Holy Ghost back upon, to unite people again like it was in the garden of Eden…
The disciples, even walking with Jesus, they didn’t have no oneness. They didn’t have any unity. No, they argued, “Who’s going to be bishop after this. Who’s the greatest among us?” They couldn’t even believe Jesus. They couldn’t understand Him. “Thou speakest in riddles. Tell us plainly what You mean.” There was no unity between Jesus and the disciples, or disciples to Jesus, and the disciples among one another…
The disciples who walked hand and hand with Jesus, slept with Him, eat with Him, watched His miracles, and associated with Him, close as any brother could be, and yet they didn’t have it. They wasn’t fit to preach the Gospel. Jesus said, “Don’t you preach anymore, don’t you even try. You wait up there at the city of Jerusalem. I’m going to send the promise, that’s been given you, upon you. That’ll unify you then.” 
“Now, Father, I pray that they’ll be one just as You and I are One. And …” “As My Father has sent Me to preach the Gospel, so send I you.” …
Now, then came Pentecost, God made them one again. Oh, my! Then they had oneness with God. God was in them. Now… Acts 4:32, the Bible said that “They were with one heart, one soul, and one mind.” Oh, brother. Why? They had been restored back to the original again… in spirit and life, and in purpose and in vision, and everything, they were one with God…
… God’s only plan to bring believers to Himself, in a true oneness, is receiving the Holy Ghost…
… the Holy Ghost is God Himself. He’s the One that will make the oneness between God and man…
