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[bookmark: _Hlk229346613]Perfect in Holiness at Christ’s Coming 

When Jesus returns, the Bible says His bride will be presented to Him, 
· Without blemish, spot or wrinkle (Eph 5.26-27); 
· Holy, unblameable and unreproveable in His sight (Col 1.22);
· Faultless before His presence (Ju 24).

She will be,
· Unblameable/blameless in holiness (1 Cor 1.8; 1 Th 3.13); 
· Sanctified wholly, in spirit, soul and body (1 Th 5.23). 
 
In fact, she will be perfect in holiness.  
 
The Nature of this Holiness 

What is the remarkable nature of this holiness? 

It is nothing less than the very holiness of God Himself!
· Heb 12.10 	that we might be partakers of his (i.e., the Lord’s) holiness 
 
As Peter so beautifully puts it, His divine power gives us all things needed that we might be partakers of the divine nature (2 P 1.3-4).  
 
In other words,  
· It is not an imputed holiness but a real holiness.
· We are not just made holy by Him; our holiness is Him.  
 
So, the End Time Church will experience the full reality of the blessed words, “Christ Jesus… is made unto us… sanctification” (1 Cor 1.30). 
 
Hallelujah! 
 
But how can such a remarkable thing be?  
· By the intercession of our great High Priest.
· By the Word. 
· By the fear of God.

Perfect Holiness by the Intercession of Our Great High Priest 

In His prayer just before Gethsemane, Christ prayed for His disciples for their perfect unity and love (Jn 17.21-23; 26). 
 
He also prayed for their sanctification.
· Jn 17.17	         Sanctify them through thy truth	 	 	 
 
After His ascension, He continues to intercede for the perfecting of His people. 
· Heb 7.25 	he is able…to save them to the uttermost (literally = perfectly) that come
unto God by him, seeing he ever liveth to make intercession for them. 
 
That prayer for perfect salvation includes perfection in holiness. 
 
Will those prayers for perfect holiness go unanswered? 

No! As Paul said in his own prayer, the work is His, not ours. At His Coming, the prophetic word is that the End Time bride will be wholly sanctified. 
· I Th 5.23-24 	the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole  
spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto (NKJV = at) the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. Faithful is he that calleth you, who also will do it. 
 
Sanctified by the Truth 

How did Christ pray that that perfect holiness be achieved? By the Word. 
· Jn 17.17 	Sanctify them through thy truth; thy Word is truth. 
 
There is an explicit link between holiness and the Word. The two are closely connected. 
· Ps 119.9 	Wherewithal shall a young man cleanse his way? By taking heed  
thereto according to thy word. 
· Jn 15.3 	ye are clean through the word which I have spoken unto you. 
· Eph 5.26 	That he might sanctify and cleanse it (= the Church) with the washing of 
water by the word 

The Word contains a hidden ingredient which enables its fulfilment. That ingredient is the Spirit.
· Jn 6.63	the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit
· 2 Tim 3.16	All scripture (I.e., the Word) is given by inspiration of God (i.e., by the
breath/Spirit of God)
· 1 P 1.22 	ye have purified your souls in obeying the truth (i.e., the Word) 
through the Spirit 
 
This link, explains the fundamental role played by the End Time recovery of the full original Word in the perfecting of End Time believers in holiness. 
 
How?   
· The Word is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart, no secret is hidden; everything is open (Heb 4.12-13).  
· So, the restoration of the full Word must be accompanied by the uncovering of the hidden things of the heart. 
· Such uncovering will result in a cleansing, purifying, godly fear, perfecting holiness. 
 
Let me explain.

Perfecting Holiness in the Fear of God 

William Branham, a prophet with the most remarkable and vindicated ministry of discernment in all recorded Church history, explicitly stated that his ministry and its resultant godly fear was a fruit of the restoration of the original faith once delivered to the saints. 
· Ananias, Sapphira come in; he (Peter) knew the very secret of their heart. Said, “Why has the devil put in your heart to lie against the Holy Ghost?” And they’d done it secretly, but he knew it. Why? Is that the faith that was once delivered to the saints? And the people feared God.  (55-0501E, The Faith That Was Once Delivered To The Saints, par 59) 
 
The Bible explicitly says that such godly fear is a key factor in perfecting holiness. 
· Ps 19.9	the fear of the Lord is clean
· 2 Cor 7.1 	perfecting holiness in the fear of God 
 
Such fear is not negative. God has not given us the spirit of fear (2 Tim 1.7). Perfect love casts out fear (1 Jn 4.18).  
 
It is a godly fear (cp Heb 12.28). It can coexist with great joy and with the comfort of the Holy Ghost.
· Mt 28.8		they departed quickly from the sepulchre with fear and great joy
· Acts 9.31	the churches… were edified… walking in the fear of the Lord, and in 
the comfort of the Holy Ghost

That same awesome atmosphere accompanied the supernatural events around the birth of John the Baptist (Lk 1.65), the ministry of Jesus (e.g., Mk 4.41; Lk 5.26; 7.16) and the early Church (Acts 2.42-43; 19.17).    
 
That atmosphere is the Holy Spirit. And the Spirit is a Spirit of holiness (Ro 1.4), and a sanctifying Spirit (1 Cor 6.11; 2 Th 2.13; 1 P 1.2, 22).  
 
The early Church walked in that cleansing, sanctifying, purifying fear of God. It came upon both onlookers and believers after the exposing of the deception of Ananias and Sapphira and its solemn consequences (Acts 5.5,11,13). 

And at the end of the Church Age that same purifying Holy Ghost fear will accompany the restoration of the full original faith, making the bride ready to meet her Bridegroom.  
 
The return of that cleansing atmosphere was foretold by William Branham in his last recorded sermon. 
• 	We believe that God has give us a Message. It’s been ordained of God, It’s been proven of God, It’s been showed of God. Now we must come to Him with reverence and with love, and with purity of heart and mind and soul. You know, the hour will soon arise when right among us… the Holy Spirit will speak out like It did in Ananias and Sapphira. Remember, see, that hour is arriving. See? … Now, you just remember that, see, that God is going to dwell among His people. That’s what 
He wants to do now.   (65-1212, Communion, 59-60) 

Solemn words indeed!
